STAFF ANALYSIS 

PROPOSAL:  

The applicant is requesting approval of an amendment to the land use designation shown on the 
Comprehensive Plan’s Future Land Use Map (FLUM) from “Single-Family Detached 
Residential” to “Medium Intensity Office”.  

ELEMENTS TO CONSIDER: 

If the applicant’s request to change the land use designation on the Comprehensive Plan’s FLUM 
from “Single-Family Detached Residential” to “Medium Intensity Office” is approved, the 
companion request to amend the zoning from (SF-8.4/16) Single-Family Residential District to 
Planned Development for the (O-2) Office District may be approved. The companion zoning 
request is on this agenda (Case No. PLZ 2020-4X2 Metrocrest Services – Zoning) and will 
establish a Planned Development for the construction of Metrocrest Service’s new facility. 

The property is better suited for the proposed use rather than the uses for which the property is 
currently designated for by the Plan. 

The current land use designation on the subject property is inconsistent with the actual uses to 
the immediate north, west and east, which is a medical office, school facility and shopping 
center, respectively. 

The property is currently used for a church with a small portion used as a child day care. 

CONCLUSION: 

The proposed change to the land use designation on the FLUM is consistent with the 
Comprehensive Plan policies. As conditions change and alternative land uses are considered, 
stable single-family neighborhoods, such as the residential neighborhood to the south, should be 
preserved. The change in land use designation should not adversely affect the stability of the 
residential neighborhood to the south, across Walnut Avenue.
